v' learn tosing and to use their voices, to create and compose music on theirown and with others, have the opportunity tolearn a musical instrument, use technology appropriately and
have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence,
v' understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the interrelated dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure
and appropriate musical notations.

It isimportant that children hav e regular opportunities to engage with the arts, enabling them to explore
and play with awide range of media and materials. The quality and v ariety of what children see, hear and participate inis crucial for dev eloping their understanding, self-expression, vocabulary and ability to
communicate through the arts. The frequency, repetition and depth of their experiences are fundamental to their progress in interpreting and appreciating what they hear, respond to and observe.

instruments withincreasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression,

v' improvise and compose music for a range of purposes using the interrelated dimensions of
music,

v listen with attention to detail and recall sounds with increasing aural memory,

v'use and understand staff and other musical notations,

v' appreciate and understand a wide range of high-quality live and recorded music drawn from
different traditions and from great composers and musicians,




develop an understanding of the history of music.

Through good vocal production, careful listening and well-developed sense of pitch, pupils should be
able to sing in harmony and with musical deliv ery by the end of Year 6. Many aspects of good singing
and good singing teaching are processes that will develop slowly over fime. The following principles
should be keptin mind as pupils dev elop their vocal potential:

Listening to music is fundamental to musical understanding. By learning to listen critically, pupils will not
only expand their musical horizons but also gain a deeper understanding of how music is constructed
and the impact it can hav e on the listener. Listening to a broad range of music also helps develop
other areas of musical activity, including composing and performing. Music must be chosen froma
wide range of cultures and traditions, to include:

e Popular Music

e Tradifional Music from around the world

The creative process, with its wide horizons of possibility, gives pupils an opportunity to contribute to
musical culture in unique and v aluable ways. The dev elopment of areliable musical memory is a
v aluable skill for performers and composers. As an integral part of composition work, pupils should
practise recalling melodic shapes, harmonic sequences Aims: The National Curriculum for music aims
to ensure that all pupils:
v' perform, listen to, review and ev aluate music across arange of historical periods, genres, styles
and fraditions, including the works of the great composers and musicians,

v learnto sing and to use their voices, to create and compose music on their own and with others,

hav e the opportunity to learn a musical instrument, use technology appropriately and hav e the
opportunity to progress to the next lev el of musical excellence,
understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the
interrelated dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and appropriate
musical notations., rhythmic patterns and sections of their compositions.
